With 20% of Ontario’s population living on just 0.1% of the land, Toronto is densely populated.

Close to one in four (27.4 per cent) has felt sad or hopeless for a long period in
the past year. Children’s life satisfaction is an overall indicator of their well-
being from their perspectives. It is heavily influenced by how secure they are
- free from poverty and included in their society — and by the quality of their
close relationships. These are, in turn, affected by rising income inequality,
which may explain the free fall in young people’s life satisfaction in recent
years. The level of happiness (life satisfaction) among Canada’s kids is a
sensitive indicator of social, economic and possibly environmental changes:
